Great Global Greyhound Walk (GGGW) yet!
On 24th September 2023 sighthounds and their owners gathered worldwide to celebrate and raise awareness that greyhounds, and their sighthound cousins, make great pets.  In the biggest GGGW in its history, 11,818 hounds walked 'together' in 458 registered walks across 36 countries. New for this year were walks in the Falkland Islands, Greece, Guernsey, Finland, Poland, Mauritius, China and Hungary, as the annual event becomes ever more widespread. 

All participants were encouraged to dress up using flags as their theme, which resulted in a very colourful spectacle with hounds and humans taking part.  The walk with the highest attendance was Barnsley, Yorkshire in the UK with a staggering 504 sighthounds!  The following countries and islands all had more participants than ever before – Australia, Canada,  Czech Republic, Denmark, England,  Germany,  Italy,  Norway,  Scotland, South Africa and Switzerland, with the continents of Africa, Australasia, Europe and North America all hosting a record number of GGGW registered walks.

Originally started in the UK, the GGGW is now very much a global affair, with the aim of providing a worldwide celebration and awareness day for these much under-rated and often misunderstood dogs.  Greyhounds are affectionately known as 40 mph couch potatoes due to their amazing bursts of speed and love of sleeping!  They are very gentle, quiet-natured dogs and can fit into a wide range of lifestyles.

The date for the 2024 Great Global Greyhound Walk is Sunday 29th September, with the aim of building on the event’s success to date and further boost numbers, thereby showing even more people what lovely versatile pets greyhounds make.
